GENERAL RULES and ENTRY INFORMATION

All firing will be conducted in accordance with the current edition of the CMP Competition Rules.

ELIGIBILITY

Participants must not be convicted of any felonies.  
CLASSIFICATION 

The CMP classification system will be used in all matches. 
TARGETS 

SR1 targets will be used for the Garand, Springfield, and Vintage matches. The Rifle EIC match will be shot on the SR1, MR63, and MR1 targets. 
AMMUNITION 

Competitors are required to furnish their own ammunition for all matches.
SIGHTING SHOTS 

5 sighting shots will be allowed for the Garand, Springfield, and Vintage matches. They will be taken from the prone position. There will be no sighting shots in the EIC Rifle Match.
SCORING 

Competitors will perform score keeping functions. The last relay will score the 1st, the 1st relay will score the 2nd, etc... Any competitor failing to perform scoring duties may be disqualified and entry fees will be forfeited. 
OPEN BOLT INDICATOR

Open bolt indicators are encouraged and will be available for sale for $1.00 each at the center of the line.
POSITION 

Position will be in accordance with current CMP competition Rules.

30 rounds for record at the 200 yard line, 5 sighters and 10 shots for record in the prone position within 15 minute time limit, 10 shots prone position, rapid fire within a time limit of 80 seconds. 10 shots standing position within a time limit of 10 min. Match winner will receive a plaque and 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places will receive a pin. Bronze: 264 – 272, Silver: 273 – 280, Gold: 281 and up.
MATCH 2 – 200 yard Springfield 

30 rounds for record at the 200 yard line, 5 sighters and 10 shots for record in the prone position within 15 minute time limit, 10 shots prone position, rapid fire within a time limit of 80 seconds. 10 shots standing position within a time limit of 10 min. Match winner will receive a plaque and 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places will receive a pin. Bronze: 264 – 273, Silver: 274 – 281, Gold: 282 and up.
MATCH 3 – Pistol EIC “LEG” Match 
30 rounds for record, 10 shots slow fire at the 50 yard line, within a 10 minute time limit.10 shots timed fire at the 25 yard line, within 20 seconds per 5 shots. 10 shots rapid fire at the 25 yard line, within 10 seconds per 5 shots Match winner will receive a Medal. 

MATCH 4 –200 yard Vintage rifle

30 rounds for record at the 200 yard line, 5 sighters and 10 shots for record in the prone position within 15 minute time limit, 10 shots prone position, rapid fire within a time limit of 80 seconds. 10 shots standing position within a time limit of 10 min. Match winner will receive a plaque and 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places will receive a pin. Bronze: 257 – 268, Silver: 269 – 276, Gold: 276 and up.
MATCH 5 – Rifle EIC”LEG” Match

50 rounds for record, 200 yard line, 10 shots standing position within a 10 minute time limit. 200 yard line, 10 shots sitting or kneeling position, rapid fire within a time limit of 60 seconds. 300 yard line, 10 shots prone position, rapid fire within a time limit of 70 seconds. 600 yard line, 20 shots prone position, within a time limit of 20 minutes.  Match winner will receive a Medal.

The awards presentation will be conducted at the range house upon completion of the Pistol EIC match on the 6th, and after the Rifle EIC Match on the 7th.  Competitors must be present to receive their awards.
